This ethnographic film follows devotees of

the Hindu goddess Kali to understand why devout Hindus may well visit

Sikh temples and Sufi-Muslim tombs besides temples for divine

assistance. By showing the everyday life inside and around a Kali temple

in the city of Kanpur, Uttar Pradesh, India, the film presents itself as a silent

critique against the obsession with religious conflict in contemporary

debates.
