How to request “Letter of Acceptance” for MEXT scholarship
(For entry in April and October 2026)

If you would like to obtain “Letter of Acceptance” for MEXT scholarship, first of all, you must pass the Preliminary Selection
Examination given by the Japanese Embassy / Consulate General in your home country. After passing Preliminary
Selection Examination, you are requested to take steps below:

> After screening several levels, we will inform you of the result in mid September. (If you pass our screening, we will
send you “Letter of Acceptance”.) We are unable to consider you as a candidate for acceptance unless you submit all
the requirements.

¥ This “Letter of Acceptance” is for entrance as a “research student” (non- regular student). If you would like to enter the
regular course (master course or doctoral course), you need to pass the exam for master course or doctoral course
separately.

» Copies of the documents submitted to the Japanese diplomatic mission that were stamped by the mission and returned
to the applicants (Application Form, Field of Study and Research Plan, Certified grade transcript for each academic
year, Graduation certificate or degree certificate of the last university attended, Recommendation letter from the
president/dean or the advisor of the last university attended or the university currently attending, Medical certificate,
Abstracts of theses*, Certificate of language proficiency*, Recommendation letter from the present employer®,
Photograph(s) showing applicant’s own works of art or a digitally recorded media of musical performance®)
*only if submitted to the diplomatic mission

documents that prove you are such a student.
